Shadow Judging – Who Can Supervise? 

The NOAS Notes attached to the 2008 Rule Book on p 4 cover this:  ‘A supervising judge must be at least D Level and at least one level higher than the level to which a candidate wishes to upgrade ie   

· a D Level Judge can supervise for H & F Candidates 

· a C Level Judge can supervise for E Candidates  

· a B Level Judge can supervise for D Candidates

The Workbook reflects the earlier requirement in the 2004 Rule Book when the rule was that Mentors had to supervise shadowing, however this was amended after printing of the Workbooks. 
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
