Where an incident occurs at an event and there is a loss of consciousness (ALOC),  (however brief or partial)  in a competitor, the judge who witnessed it should complete an Incident Form or if none is available, an Incident Report. 

Accredited judges 

Dressage Judges Taskforce has recently been asked for advice where judging issues have arisen with regard to risk management & legal matters where clubs have used judges with no accreditation. Please encourage clubs to use only accredited NOAS or DWA State Judges so all parties are appropriately equipped to deal with unusual matters, and all are protected by insurance. DJT remit is to support and advise clubs which are EWA members wherever they use accredited judges, however the committee is unable to provide support or advice to clubs where a matter relates to non-accredited judges officiating.
